Chair Report Chairman Morgan discussed the idea of  holding CVB 
meetings at different locations.   

Chairman Morgan announced that Jerry Houck has been 
asked to serve on the Board to represent the restaurant 
industry due to the retirement of  Gina Melton.    

Chairman Morgan discussed the need to get meeting packets 
out in advance of  each meeting. 

Mark asked the Board to contact Jennifer 
with ideas of  places to meet and be ready 
to formalize the ideas at the next meeting. 

It was agreed that Denise will send an 
email to the Board members on Tuesday 
morning, the week before Thursday’s 
meeting, to ask for input/ideas for the 
agenda.  The agenda will be prepared and 
emailed Wednesday afternoon.

Financials February 2016 financial reports were reviewed.  Jennifer 
reported that the correct number for February’s room tax is 
$11,800.

Cody motioned to approve the February 
financial reports.  Brittney seconded the 
motion and it unanimously carried.



Minutes February 2016 meeting minutes were reviewed. Chris motioned to approve the minutes 
subject to the date of  the meeting being 
corrected. Brandon seconded the motion 
and it unanimously carried.  

Directors Report Jennifer reported that CVB hosted the Association of  
Kentucky CVBs on March 16-18, 2016 at the Boyle County 
Library.  She said the library was a great place to meet and 
the staff  was very gracious.  Jennifer suggested the Board 
make a donation to the library as a thank you for their 
hospitality.   

Jennifer said the restaurant tax is gaining momentum in 
Frankfort.  She will keep the Board updated as she receives 
information. 

Jennifer attended the last Main Street Perryville meeting and 
announced that Vicki Goode will take charge of  organizing 
local residents to represent Danville/Boyle County at the 
Kentucky State Fair. 

Emily Toadvine updated the Board on the Forkland Festival 
scheduled for October 14-15, 2016.  She also submitted an 
application requesting funding for the festival.   

Mark motioned to make a $100 donation 
to the library.  Cody seconded the motion 
and it unanimously carried. 

Jennifer reported that she has received 
another application for funding and the 
Board will discuss all requests for possible 
funding in next year’s budget at April’s 
meeting.

Hotels Cody reported that the Holiday Inn Express is slightly ahead 
of  schedule and set to open November or December 2016.  

Shane said Stay Over Danville has had guests from Iowa and 
Chicago.  Most of  their guests are Centre College parents.  
He also said more tourists are making reservations. 

Jerry Houck’s The Retreat in Perryville is booked for a 
wedding in June.
